Target: | can identify common factors of a pair of numbers.

By the end of this half term, children should know the following
facts. The aim is to recall these facts instantly.

The factors of a number are all numbers A common factor is a factor
which divide it with no remainder. E.g. of 2 or more numbers.

the factors of 24 are 1' 2’ 3' 4' 6' 8’ 12' e.g. 3 is a common factor of 6 and 15.
and 24. The factors of 56 are 1, 2,4, 7, Foihors-E

8,14, 28 and 56. The common factors of

two numbers are the factors they share.

E.g. the common factors of 24 and 56

are 1,2, 4 and 8. The greatest common

factor of 24 and 56 is 8.

Children should be able to explain how
they know that a number is a common
factor. E.g. 8 is a common factor of 24
and 56 because 24 =8 x 3and 56 = 8 x 7.
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factor The secret to success is practising little and often. Use time wisely.
